4. As a team, choose one of the questions. Write it in the circle in the centre of your placemat.
5. Take five minutes to silently brainstorm and write about the question your team has chosen. Your ideas will go in your “spot” on the placement.

6. Meet back as a team. Share ideas with one another. Use a highlighter to highlight the best points on the placemat.

7. Bring your completed placemat up to the front of the classroom and attach it to the front board. Share your ideas and perceptions with the class.
