A. There are four purposes of sentences, including:

1. Expository/Declarative: explain, describe, inform
2. Interrogative: question (?)
3. Imperative: speaks to the reader (uses “you” or has an implied subject of “you”)
4. Exclamatory: expresses strong emotion (!)

B. There are also four types of sentences. Please read the following definitions:

1. Simple Sentence: A simple sentence has one main clause with a subject and a predicate. The subject is who or what the sentence is about. The predicate is the verb of the sentence, or what the subject does.
Example: Ben ate the hot dog speedily.

2. Compound Sentence: A compound sentence has two or more main clauses. They are linked by a conjunction or a semi colon. Compound sentences are made from simple sentences. 
Example: The motorcycle fell off of the display and everyone was shocked. OR The builders tried to move the bricks; it was difficult.

3. Complex Sentence:  A complex sentence has one main clause and one or more subordinate clauses. A main clause can stand on its own as a sentence. A subordinate clause cannot stand on its own, even with a subject and predicate. 
Example: As he drove away, Josh could see his Mom in the rearview mirror.

4. Compound-Complex: This type of sentence has two or more main clauses and one or more subordinate clauses. 
Example: After the crew had cleaned up, the band left the arena and they boarded their bus.
