Each annotation should cover the following questions:

a. What is the author’s main purpose in writing the work?

b. What are the qualifications of the author(s)?

c. What kind of information is presented? Overview? Specific detail? Statistical?

d. Is a point of view or bias presented?

e. What special features are included (charts, graphs, maps, bibliographies)?

f. How useful would the resources be for your topic? The whole thing? Specific chapters or paragraphs?
