The Body of Christopher Creed- Summative Essay

After reading the novel The Body of Christopher Creed, you will write a 500 word (5 paragraph) essay. Since this is a literary essay, you cannot use personal pronouns (ex. "I", “we”, “you”), slang or contractions (ex. Can't, Won't).  Each of the five paragraphs should be written in proper paragraph format and contain at least 5 full sentences. Remember, a well developed essay has an introduction, a body, and a conclusion. 

You are to choose one character from the novel and then create a character analysis of the individual. The body of the essay is made up of three paragraphs (therefore each paragraph will be a different point). For this assignment, you need to include direct quotations that are embedded into your own sentences.
Note: the process (outline and thesis) check will be worth 5% and the final essay will be worth 10% of your overall mark.

To include on day of submission:

-outline that is pre-checked by the teacher (the same outline that you used for your Mean Girls essay)
-rough copy that has been peer edited

-proper MLA format 
-print off rubric that is previously posted on the site called Essay Rubric
