Thursdays…News in Review

Choose an article from a newspaper that is of interest to you and then summarize the article. Use the “super summaries” as a reminder of how to properly summarize an article. You should begin with the name of the article, as well as the author. You will then want to state the key points of the article, including the 5w’s and the how. The summary should be approximately half of the length of the original article. 

You will read the summary to the class, and then you will ask two discussion questions that pertain to the article (opinion and open-ended questions are best). 

Hand in the summary and you will be marked on the written component, as this is preparation for the literacy test.
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
