Note Making:  Skim…Scan…Read

Getting Started

It is easy to become overwhelmed by the amount of material and to make notes endlessly.  Here are some ideas to help streamline the research process:

Selecting Materials

· Before you begin to research, SKIM the material you are going to read to obtain an overall perspective.  You need to see “the big picture”.

· Select the best source to start (an overview).

· Keep a clear idea of your focus or topic to help limit note making.

Change the Way You Read

· SCAN, do not plow through every word

· Look for clues:

· Chapter headings/subheadings

· Different typeface (bold, italics, etc.)

· Key terms and words

· Questions

Begin Note Making

· Begin each line with a bullet or dash.

· Translate what you read into your own words (paraphrase)

· Use a new line for each new idea.

· Take notes in point form (no complete sentences) and use shorthand

· Copy any quotations you might wish to use verbatim (include all punctuation and record page number)

· Take down complete bibliographic information for each source

· Assume all information must be cited unless it is “common knowledge” 

· Do not copy down something you do not understand
Note Making Method:

Notes by Source

a. Make all notes from one source on one page

b. Record the bibliographic information across the top of the page

c. Group similar ideas under headings

d. Write on one side of the paper only so that pages can be cut up and ideas physically manipulated into groupings and a specific order
