Step One: Before reading the essay, check the following technical requirements.
1. Is the essay about 500 words in length (average of 250 per page)?

2. Is the essay five paragraphs?

3. Are the four lines at the top correct (names, course code, date)?

4. Does the essay have a title that is displayed correctly? (centered, plain text)

5. Are the pages properly numbered? (Baillargeon 1)

6. Is the essay typed, double spaced, and twelve point font in Times New Roman?

7. Are new paragraphs indented?

8. Is there a Works Cited page?

9. Does the Works Cited page use the correct format for listing sources?

Step Two: Read the essay in full and then answer the questions that follow.

1. Is the essay written in present tense?

2. Does the essay use transitions at the beginning of the paragraphs and the ends?

3. Is the essay free of personal pronouns (no use of I, you, we, my)?

4. Is the essay free of contractions? (don’t, can’t etc.)?

5. Does the essay use an appropriate, formal tone (no slang, abbreviations etc.)?

Step Three: Re-read the essay for proofreading errors.

1. Circle any errors in spelling or grammar. (eg. Typos, punctuation etc)

2. Underline any sentences that do not make sense or where the wording could be improved.

Step Four: Re-read the introductory paragraph.

1. Is there an effective and interesting opening or hook?

2. Are the author’s name and title of the novel stated in full?

3. Is the title of the novel italicized or underlined?

4. Is the overall topic or issue of the essay introduced?

5. Do each of the supporting points have their own sentences?

6. Does the introduction end with the thesis statement?

7. Does the introduction make a smooth entry point into the text of the essay?
