Short Story Unit Test: Review and Outline
You will be asked to read a story and complete the following questions based upon its content:
Comprehension 
Based upon the story, you will be asked reading comprehension questions. As well, you will be required to provide evidence from the story in your answer. You should use direct quotations whenever possible.

Analysis
Review the following elements: Setting, characterization (indirect and direct), plot structure, point of view and theme. You will be asked to respond to short answer questions based upon prior knowledge of these terms (ie not definitions).
Example: In the story “Lather and Nothing Else”, comment on setting and how it influences the plot.

** You would need to consider historical and geographical context, location and then how these elements influence the storyline. For example, the time period allows for a dangerous regime, many rebellions and lots of fatalities (define period using examples – firing squad, hanging one’s holster). It also allows for the barber to meet Captain Torres, as gentlemen came to shops for a shave in these times. Lastly, being in one particular location, the barber shop, adds to the tension and suspense. Both men are trapped in one location and the reader is unsure who will make the first move on behalf of a cause.
Rhetorical Devices/Literary Devices
1. Review the following terms: simile, metaphor, personification, allusion, hyperbole, onomatopoeia, imagery, irony, alliteration, rhetorical question, anecdote, satire, symbol, mood, dramatic irony.
2. You will be asked to find specific examples of SOME of these terms. In addition, you will provide an explanation as to the role the device plays in the story.

1. What details are given that Mr. Parson’s is blind?

2. How do Mr. Parsons and Markwardt know each other?

3. Provide one specific detail about setting.

4. What kind of man is Mr. Parsons? (use either direct or indirect characterization).

5. What kind of man is Markwardt? (use either direct or indirect characterization).

6. What point of view is the story told from? How is this effective?

7. What is the theme of the story?

8. Provide an example of imagery and explain its’ effect on the story. Provide an example of onomatopoeia and explain its’ effect on the story.
